PISCATAWAY DEDICATES LITTLE LEAGUE OPERATIONS BUILDING

On June 3, 2006 at 2 a.m. in the morning the fire whistles went off in Piscataway, New
Jersey. The township volunteer fire companies responded to the fire which engulfed the
Little League Operations Building on Sidney Road in the township. Fortunately, there
were no injuries but the building was totally destroyed.

Mayor Brian C. Wahler announced that after almost two year from the date of the fire, on
Saturday, April 5, 2008, the rebuilt 32° x 72’ Little League Operations Building will be
officially dedicated. The annual Little League parade, beginning at 8:45 a.m., will
precede the opening day ceremonies with the ribbon cutting of the building to take place
at 10:30 a.m. The building will serve as a storage area for equipment and includes a
concession area and meeting room.

Piscataway has 21 Little League baseball teams and 2 Challenger teams.
